'ﬂ‘-* COVID-19 Case Trends - Historical Trends

While the COVID-19 Delta Variant continues to be active in the Santa Cruz County community and throughout the

country, overall cases continue to decrease.

o As of 10/12/21, data shows a -31% change in
average number of cases in the last 14 days,
compared to 2 weeks ago when it was at a
-21% change in cases.

e Case rates closely mirror COVID-19 cases at ST e —————
this time last year.

e COVID-19 hospitalizations, ICU need, and
daily death rate are all in decline and
projected to decline over the next 4 weeks. .

e Majority of active cases were exposed in the
community (60%) or household (20%).

e The Local Demographics Dashboard shows
that among active cases, 26% were in the
O to 19 age group, with the most cases in
the 5 to 9 age range.
