Santa Cruz County HIV / AIDS Reporting Requirements

California law (California Code of Reqgulations, Title 17, Section 2641.5-2653.2) requires medical
providers, laboratories, hospitals and others to report cases indicative of HIV or AIDS to the local health
department within 7 calendar days. As with many other communicable diseases, this is a dual reporting
process in which both health care providers and laboratories report.

Who Health care providers and laboratories are required to report all patients with a test

reports? indicative of HIV to the local health department within 7 calendar days.
In Santa Cruz County, all HIV disease reports are processed by the HIV
Surveillance Coordinator, a part of the Communicable Disease Unit.
When a laboratory has a test indicative of HIV infection, the lab reports a limited
amount of information to the HIV Surveillance Coordinator and sends the results to
the ordering provider. The provider then forwards a completed Case Report Form to
the HIV Surveillance Coordinator.
